Church Operations Committee

The Building Operations Committee oversees the maintenance of the church building and the general operations.  The committee is responsible for maintaining all the mechanical systems in the building, general maintenance and needed cleaning and repairs.  The committee is also responsible to prepare an annual operations budget to be approved by the Session.
	
	Personnel Committee (Subcommittee of Session)	
Personnel Committee creates job descriptions for paid and volunteer staff and conducts yearly reviews with all staff.  The Session acts as the Personnel Committee.  This will be a committee of 3 with two appointed from the congregation and one from session (usually Operations committee Chair)
	

Christian Education Committee

The goal of the Christian Education committee is to provide various education programs for people of all ages within the church as well as beyond the walls of our building to increase their knowledge about and faith in God.   The main focus of the C.E. committee is to oversee the Sunday School program of our church, as well as Confirmation classes in coordination with the pastor. 

Fellowship Committee

The Fellowship committee is made up of people who promote good will and fellowship among the people of our church. This is accomplished by providing coffee after church, breakfasts in the summer, and potlucks throughout the year. Other special events to promote Christian fellowship for the members and friends of our church are planned periodically, such as swimming at the YMCA, bowling, and various field trips.  

Mission and Outreach Committee

The main purpose of the Mission and Outreach Committee is connecting resources to the ministry work of God’s people.  Ottawa Food Pantry, Putnam County Habitat for Humanity are a couple of the local outreach programs this committee helps to connect our members to.  We are constantly looking for ways to spread God’s love in the local, regional and global communities.  The committee also shares responsibility with Stewardship for  four Special Mission offerings each year:  One Great Hour of Sharing, Pentecost, Peacemaking and Christmas Joy. 



Music and Worship Committee

The Music and Worship team strives for the enrichment of worship; the life of God's people. This team works with the choir director, the organist and the pastor. The vision of the Music and Worship team is to see worship be the place and time of meaningful and life changing encounters with God.

This committee is responsible for bringing stewardship to the congregation on a regular basis through messages and other forms of communication, and is responsible for the formal stewardship campaign in the fall.
